Emergencies
	 If you are in an accident or see an injury, contact ski patrol (wearing  
	 red jackets with white cross) by using a mountain emergency phone  
	 (red box with white cross) or through a lift attendant. 

In Case of Injury
•	 Do not remove the injured person’s skis. 
•	 Cross your own skis uphill from the incident and send someone to report 
	 the location, type of injury and a description of the injured skier.  
•	 Call the Ski Patrol via emergency phone or by cell phone at 970.726.1480.

Know Your Limits – Information 
•	 Fast and/or reckless skiing and/or riding can result in injury to you or  
	 others and/or loss of your ticket. 
•	 Slow down in designated areas marked “SLOW” and go no faster than  
	 the general flow of traffic. 
•	 Do not enter closed trails by going through the trees. It is your responsibility  
	 to learn which trails are open. Share the slopes! 
•	 Fencing, poles, padding and other markings are intended to alert you to 	 	
	 certain hazards, not to protect you from injury. 
•	 Violations of the Ski Safety Act may result in fines up to $1000 and/or  
	 imprisonment. 
•	 Smoking is prohibited while in lift lines, while riding lifts, in buildings, within 
	 15 feet of doors or decks, or while on ski-able resort terrain. 
•	 Be alert for and avoid wildlife. 
•	 Winter Park discourages the use of music players and cell phone earpieces  
	 while loading and unloading lifts or while skiing and snowboarding. 
•	 Caution – deep snow or tree wells can expose you to the risk of snow 	 	
	 immersion injuries or fatalities. Educate yourself on how to reduce the risks  
	 and always ski or ride with a partner. For further information visit

Avalanche and Backcountry Warning 
While rare within the resort, avalanches may occur both inside and outside of the 
posted ski area boundary at anytime WITHOUT WARNING. Become educated on how 
to reduce the risks through your own actions and awareness. Visit www.avalanche.org 
or contact the Winter Park Ski Patrol. 

The ski area assumes no responsibility for skiers or riders going beyond the ski area 
boundary. Areas beyond the boundary are not patrolled or maintained. Avalanches, 
unmarked obstacles and other natural hazards exist. Rescue in the backcountry, if 
available, will be costly and may take time.

•	 Skiing is a positive environmental experience. Please help us care for the environment. 
•	 Colorado State Law prohibits riding the lifts or skiing while under the  
	 influence of alcohol or drugs. 
•	 Colorado State Law requires that you give your name to a ski area  
	 employee before you leave the vicinity if you are involved in a collision  
	 resulting in an injury. Witnesses are encouraged to contact a ski area employee. 
•	 Do not enter closed lands adjoining a ski area.
•	 Winter Park has zero tolerance on closed trail violations. Violator’s pass  
	 will be revoked for the season. 
•	 Do not disembark from a chairlift except at a designated area. 

Please be safety conscious and ski friendly! Snowcats, snowmobiles, snowmaking 	
and other equipment may be encountered at any time. Stay clear. NO SLEDDING 
ALLOWED. Inverted aerials not recommended. Any activity other than downhill skiing or 
snowboarding may be prohibited or restricted within the ski area. It is your responsibility 
to contact Winter Park senior management for details.

High Altitude Precautions
•	 Always wear sunscreen, sunglasses and a helmet or hat, even on cloudy days.
•	 Wear proper clothing to protect against frostbite.
•	 Keep hydrated, drink plenty of fluids.
•	 If you develop symptoms (headache, nausea or shortness of breath)  
	 that don’t disappear in a couple of days or are getting worse, call or see a doctor.

YOUR RESPONSIBILITY CODE
1.	 Always stay in control, be able to stop or avoid other people or objects.
2.	 People ahead of you have the right of way. It is your responsibility  
	 to avoid them.
3.	 You must not stop where you obstruct a trail or are not visible from above. 
4.	Whenever starting downhill or merging into a trail, look uphill and 	 	
	 yield to others.
5.	 Always use devices to help prevent runaway equipment. 
6.	 Observe all posted signs and warnings. Keep off closed trails and out  
	 of closed areas. 
7.	 Prior to using any lift, you must have the knowledge and ability to  
	 load, ride and unload safely.

The Colorado legislature established as a matter of law that 
certain dangers and risks are inherent in the sport of skiing. 

WARNING
Under Colorado law, a skier assumes the risk of any injury to 
person or property resulting from any of the inherent dangers 
and risks of skiing and may not recover from any ski area 
operator for any injury resulting from any of the inherent dangers 
and risks of skiing including: changing weather conditions, 
existing and changing snow conditions, bare spots, rocks, 
stumps, trees, collisions with natural objects, man-made objects 
or other skiers, variations in terrain, and the failure of skiers 
to ski within their own abilities. Colorado law includes cliffs, 
jumps, extreme and freestyle terrain in the inherent dangers 
and risks of skiing.

Helmet Usage
Winter Park Resort recommends wearing helmets for skiing 
and riding. Skiers and snowboarders are encouraged to educate 
themselves on the benefits and limitations of helmet usage.  
The primary safety consideration, and obligation under Your 
Responsibility Code, is to ski and ride in a controlled and 
responsible manner. 

Share The Slopes 
Skiing can be enjoyed in many ways. At ski areas you may see 
people using alpine, snowboard, telemark, cross-country, or other 
specialized ski equipment, such as that used by disabled or other 
skiers. Regardless of how you decide to enjoy the slopes, always 
show courtesy to others and be aware that there are elements  
of risk in skiing that common sense and personal awareness can  
help reduce.
